It must also relate to efforts, achievements or performance in the 12-month period 
prior to nomination cut-off date, Nominee must not have received an adverse 
tribunal finding for conduct from the Football West tribunal within the last 12 
months. 
 
The nomination must be lodged in one of four ways either by email, fax, mail, or in 
person all details are provided at the bottom of the page.  

Presentations for the CaLD awards will be made as part of the 2011 Emerging Communities 
in Football Event Saturday 16 July 2011. 

Presentations for the Disability-based awards will be made as part of the WA Disabilities in 
Football Week Saturday 18 June 2011.
