Perth Glory coach Jamie Harnwell says last week's match postponement against

“It won’t be an easy game as Sydney is a very strong side with good players all over the park, 
but if we can play to our potential for a full 90 minutes we will be in with a chance.” 
 
Joining Woods into this weekend’s squad will be Lara Filocamo and Sarah Carroll, with the 
latter a chance to make her debut after missing most of the season with international 
commitments and injury problems. 
 
Kick-off against Sydney FC is at 7pm local time tomorrow (4pm Perth time).
