Entering Results

All results need to be entered online through the online results module within Sporting 

Pulse.

This is accessed through the Sportzware website

1 - You will need to enter your username and password similar to the below example:

Username FootballWest

Password FWest123

This will take you to the Competition Management Area.

2 - In the menu (on left hand side) select match results 

this will take you to online results selection screen.

large green bold font at the top of the page

9 - Once all results have been checked that these are correct, Click Logout in the top 

right hand corner of the page.

Assigning Players to Teams

through the Sportzware competition management module.

All 
club details are filtered from MFC. If you wish to change these details this will need to be 

done when logged into MFC.
