“We’ve defended well all season and we’ve started to knock a few goals in recent week’s 
which is pleasing.  
 
“We only got the one today, but we got the ball into a dangerous area and got the reward.”  
  
Unfortunately Football West guest of honour Fabio Cannavaro had to leave after 90 minutes 
for a pre-arranged Al-Ahli team meeting which didn’t take into account the possibility of 
extra time. 
 
Despite not presenting the winner’s Cup, the Italian legend was still presented to the crowd 
at half time and left plenty of fans very happy by posing for photos and signing autographs 
throughout the afternoon. 
 
Cannavaro will also be present at Tuesday night’s match between Perth Glory and Al-Ahli at 
nib Stadium, where kickoff will be 8pm. 
 
In the Reserves Cup Final it was ECU Joondalup who claimed the title after an injury time 
stunner from Shane Pickering gave his side a 2-1 win against Shamrock Rovers. To complete 
a day of late winners, Floreat’s Mark McLaughlin left it late to give Athena a 2-1 victory 
against Bayswater City in the opening Under 18’s Cup Final.
