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2012 NIGHT SERIES FIXTURES RELEASED 
 
Football West is pleased to announce the 2012 Night Series fixtures have been finalised, with 
the biggest tournament ever held to light up the summer nights early next year.

Football West General Manager of Competitions and Operations, Keith Wood, is looking 
forward to the revamped format which was decided upon in conjunction with feedback from 
the State League Standing Committee. 
 
“We called for expression of interest for venues and are pleased to say that we have nine 
different hosts for the 2012 tournament,” he said. 
 
“In allocating clubs to groups, we tried to combine geographical convenience and strength of 
teams to make the groups as even as possible while trying to minimise travel. 
 
“We believe these groups will create more ‘derby’ atmospheres and hope the local community 
really gets behind next year’s installment. 
 

“The eight group winners will then progress to the knockout stages where the Quarters, Semis 
and Final are pre-determined draws like the UEFA Champions League and FIFA World Cup.” 
 
The 2012 Night Series kicks off on Friday 3 February, 2012.
