Football West Chief Executive Peter Hugg says: “It is a commitment of Football West to 
provide a real career path as elite players begin their transition of playing in to coaching, 
administration or some other component of the game. 
 
“The addition of Jamie to the Football West team is complemented by the appointments of 
Tanya Oxtoby and Elisa D’Ovidio of the Perth Glory Women’s teams and hopefully in future 
there will be further opportunities for well-known and interested players to begin a career 
after football playing days.
