Both girls are also accomplished players in their own right, with Wood currently playing for
UWA-Nedlands in the Women’s Premier League, whilst Wright takes the field for Mandurah
City in the First Division.

Youth Championships is great,” said Football West Game Development Manager Andrew

Bettell.

“The girls can see the four West Australian players representing the Matildas — what better
motivation can there be to perform on the big stage?

“On behalf of Football West I'd like to wish all the girls and their coaches the very best of
luck.”

Football West Referee Development Manager Eddie Lennie is thrilled with the referee
selection and says the girls will be watched by some of the best instructors in the country.
