“I think the line we have to get over is widespread realisation by families and youngsters out 
there that the World Game is easy to learn and play, and that there is an opportunity for 
everyone to shine on the field.  
 
“That is when we will see numbers in the program grow and then we can look to expand to 
other parts of the metropolitan area and increase the size of teams from five players.” 
 
The event even saw one player identified from the Open Days as being good enough to play in 
a fully able-bodied competition.
