“I’ll probably say Perth, but Sorrento historically can cause an upset on the day - they were 
like that even when I was playing,” he said. 
 
“I just love watching the local leagues and try to get around to as many games as I can, as 
well as being a keen follower of the A-League and the Glory. 
 
“I think there will be a few goals in it, but I’m tipping Perth just.”
